Anticipated debit for the year - Rs. 150,000,000.00
Anticipated credit for the year - Rs.  1,700,000.00
Anticipated debit balance as at 31.12.2016 - Rs. 167,640,031.98 ; and

Whereas, a reduction in receipts is shown because of the inability to credit sums
which are held as productions in pending cases filed in previous years;

Accordingly, that this Parliament resolves to reduce the minimum limit of receipts in
the Bribery Raids Advance Account of the Commission to Investigate Allegations of
Bribery or Corruption from Rs. 5,000,000.00 to Rs. 1,500,000.00.
