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Approach for Year 2014

In year 2014, the authority was entrusted with much more responsibilities with the end
of the war, together with previous responsibilities.

Rana Viru Seva Authority enters year 2014 with such duties and responsibilities.
Further it was the responsibility of the Authority to continue the rehabilitation and
welfare projects efficiently for the the closest relatives of the war heroes who sacrificed
their lives and for the disabled war heroes who are active in Ranaviru Sansada with the
aim of safeguarding the honor and dignity of the war heroes. In addition actions were to
be taken to empower the war heor communities through more successful strategies to
reach the mission of the authority.

Accordingly it was intended to overcome the administrative hidnrances of the staff and
to arrange the office premises for the convenience of the office, service recipient and
the staff to obtain and deliver services. In addition, granting Rs.750/- to the identified
parents of the war heroes in a more effcient and productive manner and providing
prosthetics and other required equipment to the disabled war heroes on the expense of
the Ranaviru Seva Authority were in the priority. Further, the female war heores who
represent more than 65% of the target group and improving the mechanism of the
Authority were few of the most significant objectives.

Staff of Ranaviru Seva Authority

The restructuring plan approved in year 2012 was not implemented in year 2013 and it
has been planned to give priority for this task in the coming year.

The dlack of required staff members hindered in reaching the annual goals of the
Authority and it was planned to overcome these issues minimizing the difficulties.

The Post of Administrative Officer and Internal
Auditor

It is required to makepermanent appointments to the posts of Adminsitrative Officer
and Internal Auditor and it is expected to avoid such deficiencies under the new
programme of restructuring of the staff which is planned to be implemented in future.

These medical clinics are conducted with the collaboration of the Ministry of Health,
Doctors and various medical institutions. Further, making the participants aware,
activities related to organizing such as reservation of the venue and dates of the eye
clinics are done by the Provincial Officers of the relevant province and the Officers of
the Sansada.

Minor medical treatments are given at the clinic and persons are directed to
appropriate institutions for other identified illnesses.

1.1.2 Eye Clinic

Introduction

This programme is carried out to provide spectacles free of charge for the family
members of the war heroes who only receive the pension, 25% of the salary and who
are in poor economic condition even though they receive salaries.

Eye clinics are held with the participation of the officers of George Gunerathne Opticians
and making the participants aware, activities related to organizing such as the venue of
the eye clinics and reservation of dates are done by the Provincial Officers of the relevant

province and the Officers of the Sansada. At most occasions, eye clinics are conducted
concurrently to medical clinics.

Individuals who are selected during the eye examinations were given spectacles with the
sponsorship of Ranaviru Seva Authority and the relatives of the war heroes who need eye

surgeries are directed to medical aid programmes.

An application for medical aid can be obtained by sending us the relevant medical
reports and a request letter of the applicant along with a report of estimated expenses
certified by the Doctor or by visiting Psycho Social Project. Priority is given to disabled
retired war heroes with low income and their close relatives.

are in service and their close relativesfor emergency surgeries.

An application for medical loan can be obtained by sending a report on the relevant
illness and a report on the expenses for the surgery along with a letter of request of the
applicant or visiting us with the relevant documents. You should be a member of any of
the Three Armed Forces or police receiving a monthly salary and the remaining period
of service should be 04 years to obtain the medical loan.

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3.1 Land Project

Provision of a suitable land for the construction of a house for the war heroes and their
families can be considered one of the special and most complex work.

Most of the time, the war heroes and their families face difficulty when they receive
financial aid for the construction of a house through housing and loan projects, but
does not have a land for the construction. Further, non availability of a land is an
obstacle for them to obtain other welfare requirements.

Accordingly, the land project of the Ranaviru Seva Authority has been implemented
and more than 500 plots of land have been provided through the project since year
2002. Indirect assistance has been given for more than 7500 individuals to obtain land.

To identify the war heroes and the families who do not posses land and provide them a
suitable government or personally owned land with facilities, identify government
owned or other land and provide them to war heroes and develop such land.

4.1 Skills Development Project

Providing theoretical and practical knowledge in various fields to the family members of
the war heroes who have sacrificed their lives, become disable and retired and who are
in service at present and improve their abilities and enable them to earn their income is
done through this project.

4.1.1 Establishment of nhew computer centers and development of the

Another commendable task of the Skills Development Project is improving the
computer knowledge of the children of the war heroes and disabled war heroes to
enable them to use various new technologies. More than 55 computer centers have
been functioning successfully within year 2014.

Maintenance of the computers in the computer centers has been done with the use of
the knowledge and skills of the project without any additional cost. The progress of the
computer centers has been evaluated in this year as well and the progress and
deficiencies have been reported in writing to the Chairperson of the Authority, Project
Manager and the relevant Provincial Officers. Further, the allowance paid for the
Instructors has been paid only to those who have completed the due hours (50 hours
per month).

Half scholarships have been granted for educational and professional courses by the
project on skills development implemented by Ranaviru Seva Authority with the
objective of improving the technical, technological, educational and professional skills
of the children of war heroes and directing them for successful professions in future.

Under this project, half of the course fee (Subjected to a maximum amount of Rs.
30,000) of any course conducted by recognized institutions in Sri Lanka has been paid
by the Authority.

This programme has been designed to make financial contribution for the improvement
of the technical knowledge and proficiency in various fields of the children in the village
and provide guidance for the same.

Courses on dancing/ music/ Montessori / English language are conducted under this
programme. Further, the allowance paid for the Instructors at the English Language
Centers are paid only to those who have completed the due teaching hours (16 hours
per month). Monthly allowances are apid by the Ranaviru Seva Authority for the
instructors.

Financial facilities were provided on a concessionary basis with the objective of
extending economic strength to upgrade the skills of the members of the three armed
forces and Police who are engaged in a fearless mission for the sake of the motherland
in order to protect the unity of Sri Lanka and their dependents, the closest relatives of
the members of the three armed forces and police who sacrificed their lives or went
missing in action and those who retired with disability and their dependents.

A person has in his possession a certain amount of money as capital when engaging in
a self-employment, but a person would initiate his self-employment with a small
financial investment due to financial difficulties, with the aim of improving his business.
Sometimes new machinery, new technology and knowledge on cost management are
required in order to improve one’s self-employment gradually. Therefore, at such
occasions, Ranaviru Seva Authority considers it as their responsibility to offer some
sort of assistance to those families of war heroes who are engaged in self-employment
ventures. It was with that objective the self-employment loans programme was
implemented.

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4.3 Educational Scholarships Project

The educational scholarships project of the Ranaviru Seva authority is operative with a
view to provide a helping hand for the children of war heroes who sacrificed their lives,
went missing or retired with disability while engaged in service for safeguarding the
country and its people and those who are presently in service, to continue their
education up to higher education successfully.

4.3.1.Savings Investment Scholarship Programme for the Children of War
Heroes

This scholarship programme which started in 2005 is operative in collaboration with the
National Savings Bank covering the children of war heroes, who study from grade 6 to
G.C.E. O/L. These scholarships were offered to grant a saving of Rs.12, 000 being
available for each child for their G.C.E. O/L and higher education.

Introduction

The theme of the Ranaviru Seva authority in implementing this programme is to start a
savings account at the early age of a child and deposit a basic amount of money as a

pre investment for the children with higher educational skills, who have passed the
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grade 5 scholarship examination, who are expected to be included in the educational
scholarships programme of the Ranaviru Seva authority, aimed at students following
G.C.E. O/L and A/L, in the future.

Objectives

The aim of this programme is to provide a helping hand for the children of war heroes
who sacrificed their lives, went missing or retired with disability while engaged in
service and those who are presently in service, to continue their education up to higher
education successfully.

Target Group

e Children studying in Grade 6 or above of war heroes who sacrificed their lives, went
missing or retired with disability.

¢ War heroes who are presently engaged in service should have completed a service
period of 12 years and their children should pass the Grade 5 scholarship
examination to become eligible for this scholarship programme. Further, the
application should be submitted to the Ranaviru Seva authority through the Director
of welfare, along with a letter of service certificate obtained from the head of the
relevant service station.

In case the child is an offspring of a warhero who sacrificed, missing or retired on
disability, the mother/ father of the child should obtain the membership of Ranaviru
Sansada established by Ranaviru Seva Authority in relevant Divisional Secretariat.

4.3.2 Educational Scholarships (G.C.E.) O/L and A/L)

Under this scholarships programme, a monthly amount of Rs.500 is credited via the
Bank of Ceylon as an encouragement ,to the accounts of children of war heroes in the
army,navy,airforce and police who died,went missing or became disabled in action and
are currently engaged in service, who are studying in G.C.E. O/L and A/L classes. This
scholarship is offered for one year or two years depending on the class the child is
studying in.

Objectives

The objective of this programme is to encourage the children of war heroes who died,
went missing or retired with disability while engaged in service and those who are
currently engaged in service, to continue their education up to higher education
successfully.

Target Group

1.The children of war heroes dead,missing or retired with disability in war, who are
studying in G.C.E. O/L or G.C.E. A/L classes.

2. The children of war heroes who are currently engaged in service, who have passed
the Grade 5 scholarship examination.
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3. The children of war heroes who died while engaged in service due to causes outside
the operations, are also able to enter into this programme on the recommendation of
the Director of Welfare concerned.

Applications should be obtained through Sansada membership and the duly perfected
applications should be submitted to the officers of the Rana Viru Seva authority who
are attached to each province.

For the children of war heroes who are currently engaged in service, a letter of service
certificate obtained from the head of the relevant service station should be sent and the
application should be submitted to the Ranaviru seva authority through the Director of
Welfare.

* Under this system, around 4000 scholarships have been offered for the children of war
heroes.

4.3.3 Higher Educational Scholarships

Introduction

A scholarship of Rs.2,000 per month was offered for children of war heroes dead,
missing, or retired with disability in action and those who are currently in service with
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disability, who were selected for universities, colleges of education and other higher
educational institutes.

Providing assistance for higher education of the children of war heroes is the objective
of this programme.

4.4 Foster parents programme

Financial assistance was provided with the sponsorship of local and foreign donors for
the education of children of war heroes with economic hardships. The aim of this
programme is to create a respectable position in the society for war heroes of three
armed forces and police who sacrificed their lives, went missing and became disabled

and their families by strengthening them mentally and socially.

Under this programme, a monthly payment of Rs.500 is granted for each child by the
Ranaviru Seva authority until a donor is found, while making every effort to find donors
for these children. A sum of Rs.1000 or more per month is paid for a child at the
discretion of the donor. This payment continues until the child’s second sitting of
G.C.E. A/L examination and it is stopped thereafter.

Objectives

01. Helping the school age children in low income families of war heroes to
complete their education successfully until higher education.

02. Directing the donations of the local and foreign donors interested in the welfare
of the war heroes, to the families of those war heroes.

03. Providing financial assistance under the sponsorship of donors, for the disabled
or sick children in families of war heroes in service, disabled, dead or missing.

Further the applicants who
are eligible to apply can obtain applications fro the officers in charge of the province
and in such cases a request letter should also be attached to the application when
submitting.

Report of the Auditor General on the Financial Statements of the Ranaviru Seva
Authority for the year ended 31 December 2014 in terms of Section 14(2) (c) of the
Finance Act, No. 38 of 1971.

The audit of financial statements of the Ranaviru Seva Authority for the year ended 31
December 2014 comprising the statement of financial position as at 31 December 2014 and the
statement of financial performance, statement of changes in net assets and cash flow statement
for the year then ended and a summary of significant accounting policies and other explanatory
information, was carried out under my direction in pursuance of provisions in Article 154(1) of
the Constitution of the Democratic Socialist Republic of Sri Lanka read in conjunction with the
Section 13(1) of the Finance Act, No. 38 of 1971 and Section 9(3) of the Ranaviru Seva
Authority Act, No. 54 of 1999. My comments and observations which 1 consider should be
published with the Annual Report of the Authority in terms of Section 14(2)(c) of the Finance
Act, appear in this report. A detailed Report in terms of Section 13(7)(a) of the Finance Act, was
furnished to the Chairperson of the Authority on 20 May 2016.

1.2 Management’s Responsibility for the Financial Statements

Management is responsible for the preparation and fair presentation of these financial
statements in accordance with Sri Lanka Public Sector Accounting Standards and for
such internal control as the management determines is necessary to enable the preparation
of financial statements that are free from material misstatements whether due to fraud or
error.

1.3 Auditor’s Responsibility

My responsibility is to express an opinion on these financial statements based on my
audit. I conducted my audit in accordance with Sri Lanka Auditing Standards consistent
with International Auditing Standards of Supreme Audit Institutions (ISSAI-1000-1810).
Those Standards require that I comply with ethical requirements and plan and perform
the audit to obtain reasonable assurance about whether the financial statements are free

from material misstatements.

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An audit involves performing procedures to obtain audit evidence about the amounts
and disclosures in the financial statements. The procedures selected depend on the
auditor’s judgement, including the assessment of the risks of material misstatements
of the financial statements, whether due to fraud or error. In making those risk
assessments, the auditor considers internal control relevant to the Authority’s
preparation and fair presentation of the financial statements in order to design audit
procedures that are appropriate in the circumstances, but not for the purpose of
expressing an opinion on the effectiveness of the Authority’s internal control. An
audit also includes evaluating the appropriateness of accounting policies used and the
reasonableness of accounting estimates made by management, as well as evaluating
the overall presentation of financial statements. Sub - sections (3) and (4) of Section
13 of the Finance Act, No. 38 of 1971 give discretionary powers to the Auditor

General to determine the scope and the extent of the audit.

I believe that the audit evidence I have obtained is sufficient and appropriate to

provide a basis for my audit opinion.

Basis for Qualified Opinion

My opinion is qualified based on the matters described in paragraph 2.2 of this report.

Financial Statements

Qualified Opinion

In my opinion, except for the effects of the matters described in paragraph 2:2 of this
report, the financial statements give a true and fair view of the financial position of
the Ranaviru Seva Authority as at 31 December 2014 and its financial performance
and cash flows for the year then ended in accordance with Sri Lanka Public Sector

Accounting Standards.
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2.2 Comments on Financial Statements

2.2.1 Accounting Policies

The accounting policy relating to the amortization of fixed assets purchased from
capital grants had not been disclosed in the financial statements and amortization in
relation to the fixed assets amounting to Rs.541,632 purchased from the capital grants

during the year under review had not been adjusted.

2.2.2 Accounting Deficiencies

The following observations are made

(a) Without being considered the payment of Rs.609,972 made for the purchase of
furniture in the preceding year, after the receipt of the goods during the year
under review, the cost thereof amounting to Rs.2,288,899 had been brought to

account as the total amount payable.

(b) Depreciation of Rs.354,938 had been under stated in the accounts relating to

the year under review.

() Insurance expenditure amounting to Rs.257,171 payable for the year under

review had not been brought to account.

2.3 Non-compliance with Laws, Rules, Regulations and Management Decisions

Registers of fixed assets in respect of fixed assets and computer accessories had not
been maintained by the Authority as required by the provisions in the Treasury
Circulars No.842 dated 19 December 1978 and No.IA1/2002/02 dated 28 November
2002 .

3. Financial Review

3.1 Financial Results

According to the financial statements presented, the financial results of the Authority
for the year ended 31 December of the year under review had been a deficit of
Rs.12,853,444 as compared with the corresponding deficit of Rs. 12,301,556 for the
preceding year, thus indicating a deterioration of Rs.551,888 in the financial results

for the year under review as compared with the preceding year. Although income had
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increased by Rs.190,230,099, increase in the expenditure by Rs.190,781,987 had

given rise to the deterioration of the financial results.

Analyvtical Financial Review

Recurrent grants amounting to Rs.229,790,000 had been received for the Ranaviru
Memorial Project during the year under review and an expenditure amounting to
Rs.264,220,940 had been incurred in respect of that project. This is an increase of 206
per cent as compared with the expenditure of the preceding year. Out of that, an
expenditure of Rs.221,234,250 had been incurred for granting Mapiya. Rekawarana

benefits and it is an increase of 345 per cent as compared with the preceding year.

Operating Review

Performance

(a) Installation of the Data System

The following observations are made

(1) In terms of Section 6 of the Ranaviru Seva Authority Act, No. 54 of
1999 it had been specified that, within 60 days from the date of
establishment of the Authority, a Register of Names containing the
information of all the soldiers who have become disabled, been killed
and are missing in action and the information of their dependents
should be prepared, maintained and continuously  updated.
Nevertheless, despite the lapse of 15 years from the establishment of
the Authority, action had not been taken to prepare complete registers
and update them so as to appropriate to the requirements even by 31

December of the year under review.

(i)  In order to create a database by obtaining information of the war
heroes, 269 forums had been established at one forum in a Divisional
Secretary’s Division in 8 provinces other than the North Province in
the year 2004. However, despite a lapse of 11 years, the relevant
purpose had not been fulfilled. As such, having initiated a system for

collecting information island wide for the creation of database in the

DRI pastaie HAUS Hamibhanir
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year 2011, a sum of Rs.12,958,801 had been spent up to the year 2014.
Since the information collected in that manner as well being

incomplete, creation of the database could not be completed even by

18 March 2015, the date of audit.

(b)  Although the main objective of the Authority is to set up industrial,
agricultural or commercial ventures with a view to providing employment to
the members of the Armed Forces and the Police Force who have become
disabled in action , steps towards the fulfilment of that objective had not been
taken even by 31 December of the year under review from the establishment

of the Authority.

Management Inefficiencies

In order to recruit employees for the vacant posts of the Ranaviru Seva Authority,
newspaper advertisements had been published on 25 October 2013 at a cost of
Rs.351,876 and the relevant interview had been held on 01 July 2014, whereas those
recruitments had been cancelled on 09 April 2015. Accordingly, the relevant

expenditure was observed to be a fruitless expenditure in audit.

Transactions of Contentious Nature

The following observations are made

(a) Out of the provision amounting to Rs.174,900,000 made for granting various
loan facilities to the defendants of the war heroes who were killed and are
missing and to those became disabled, a sum of Rs.1,134,210 had been spent
on printing 9,900 calendars for the year 2015 and greeting cards and envelopes

at 2000 units contrary to the relevant purpose.

(b) Out of Rs.11,961,096 spent for the publicity media during the year under
review, a sum of Rs.9,082,696 had been spent during the month of December
of the year under review and it could not be established in audit that the
respective expenditure was relevant to the achievement of the objectives of the

Authority.
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(c) A sum of 'Rs.2,190,000 provided during the year under review for the
construction of regional reception halls and parks to enable the war heroes to
spent their time leisurely had been granted to the Provincial Governors of the
North Central and Sabaragamu Provinces at Rs.1,095,000 in order to inscribe
the names of the war heroes in the monuments of war heroes of the North

Central and Sabaragamu Provinces contrary to the relevant objective.

Underutilization of Funds

The following observations are made

(a) Although a sum of Rs.38,459,000 had been estimated for the capital
expenditure during the year under review by the revised budget, of which
only a sum of Rs.10,311,499 had been spent and it represented 27.53 per cent

of the amount provided.

(b) Out of Rs. 10,500,000 estimated for 4 projects during the year under review, a
sum of Rs.9,155,452 or 87 per cent had not been spent for the relevant
projects.

Idle and Underutilized Assets

The following observations are made.

(a) A van and a motor bicycle had remained idle in the vehicle park of the
Authority for a period of more than three years without being utilized for

running.

(b) The printing machine and other equipment purchased at a cost of Rs.651,739
on 25 August 2014 for the print of Ranaviru Priority Identity cards for the war
heroes and _their dependents had been stored in the stores without being
utilized even by 09 September 2015, the date of audit. It was observed that
there were equipment the warranty period of which had also expired in those

equipment.
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Delayed Projects

The following obse‘rvations are made

(a) Although a sum of Rs.8,000,000 and Rs.1,000,000 had been estimated for the
installation of electric elevator and the construction and beatification of
internal auditorium in the years 2013 and 2014 respectively and commenced
those projects in the year 2015, those had not been completed even by 31
March 2016, the date of audit.

(b) In order to develop infrastructure facilities of the Ranaviru Villages, the
Authority had spent a sum of Rs.6,783,063 for 16 projects subject to a
maximum of Rs.500,000 per project from the year 2008 to the year 2014,
whereas project activities of the Ranaviru villages of Galnewa, Rambewa,
Keragala, Kuruvita Paradise, Mirigama and Walbothale had not been

completed even by 20 April 2016, the date of audit.

Personnel Administration

In accordance with the cadre restructuring of the Authority, there were 36 vacancies
comprising the Administrative Officer, Accountant, thirty two Programme Officers
and two Karyala Karya Sahayakas included in the approved cadre, whereas the

Authority had not taken action to fill those vacancies even by 31 December 2015.

Accountability and Good Governance

Presentation of Financial Statements

In terms of Section 6.5.1 of the Public Enterprises Circular No.PED/12 dated 02 June
2003, the financial statements should be furnished to the Auditor General within 60
days from the close of the financial year. Nevertheless, the financial statements

relating to the year under review had been furnished to audit on 04 March 2016.

Internal Audit

Replies for 4 audit queries issued by the Internal Audit Unit during the year under

review had not been given.

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Procurement and Contract Process

The following observations are made

(a) Installation of Claddings of the Building

(1) In awarding the contract relating to the installation of claddings of the building
of the Authority, without being prepared total estimates and entered into a
proper agreement and without being obtained performance bond in terms of
Government Procurement Guideline 2006, the contract had been awarded to a

contractor in March 2012.

(i)  Without obtaining the engineering certificate to the effect that the relevant
activity was properly carried out and without deducting the retention money,
total value of Rs.6,393,600 had been paid to the contractor on 11 May 2012 by
considering that the contract had been properly completed. However, due to
the defects existed therein, 2 contracts valued at Rs.7,769,046 had been
awarded to another contractor in March and August for removing and

reinstalling claddings.

(1) It was observed in audit that as a result of incurring expenditure twice on the

same task, the Authority had suffered a loss of Rs.6,393,600.

(b) Even though updating of electricity supply of the building had not been
included in the Procurement Plan, the Authority had spent a sum of

Rs.1,817,285 for that purpose.
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06. Systems and Controls

Deficiencies in systems and controls observed during the course of audit were brought
to the notice of the Chairperson of the Authority from time to time. Special attention

is needed in respect of the following areas of control.

Area of Systems and Controls Observations

(a) Accounting Failure to take action to recognize the
expenditure relating to the year correctly and
bring it to account.

(b) Financial Control Absence of a proper supervision on issuing,
settling and utilization of advances.

(c) Personnel Administration Failure to takea action to fill vacancies and not
carrying out progress review.

(d) Procurement Process Failure to comply with the Procurement

Guidelines in connection with the contracts.
