During the year 2016, Eleven Council meetings were held and Prof. A. R. Ariyaratne was the
Secretary of the Council to meetings of 188", 189" and 190". Dr. J. D. H. Wijewardena has been
appointed as the Secretary of the Council from May 2016 and he was the Secretary of the Council
meeting of 191 to 198". There were four meetings held by the Audit and Management Committee of
SLCARRP to discuss matters relating to Finance and Administration of SLCARP. Annual Report 2013
and 2014 were submitted to the Parliament and 2015 was submitted to the Ministry of Agriculture.

New staff members were recruited and filled the vacancies in the institute.

Among its mandated functions, the primary responsibility of SLCARP is to develop policies and
strategies to strengthen research and development in the agricultural sector by creating a suitable
environment in the National Agricultural Research System (NARS). The main functions of the
SLCARRP is to identify research priority areas, facilitate interaction through sharing of information on
the respective fields, resolve constraints confronted in research and play a role in enhancing the
activities of the respective committees. At present there are twelve National Committees established
by the Council and four new committees were appointed in 2016. Those newly appointed National
committees were; National Committee on Aquatic Resources, National Committee on Forestry,
National Committee on Organic Agriculture, National Committee on Livestock and Poultry. In

addition, specified five scientific committees were appointed for specific scientific services.

The officers of the SLCARP conducted 42 committee meetings to screen new research proposals, to
evaluate ongoing research projects and to discuss national research priorities and to organize national
workshops. In 2016, 44 new research programmes/ projects had been recommended for funding.
Twenty two (22) projects from the Department of Agriculture, 01 project from the Department of
Export Agriculture and 01 project from Hector Kobbekaduwa Agrarian Research and Training
Institute 03 from Tea Research Institute, 02 from Rubuer Research Institute, one from Coconut
Research Institute, 01 from Institute of Post Harvest Technology and 13 from National University
System had been evaluated and recommended. The number of projects which were in operation in

year 2016 were; 60 of the Department of Agriculture, 03 of the Department of Export Agriculture , 01

Sri Lanka Council for Agricultural Research Policy
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of Hector Kobbekaduwa Agrarian Research and Training Institute and 18 of the National

Universities. Total Number of projects in operation in 2016 were 83.

Stakeholder workshops were conducted to compile the National Research Priorities document under
different discipline. Expert consultation workshops were conducted to identify the present status of
the Economics of Food Crop Production and R & D Needs, Crop diversification, present status of
forestry research and present status of organic agriculture and policies. To disseminate the research
findings among stakeholders a booklet “Sithamu Vidunanin — Hudamu Rata Govithanin” was
published at Govisathiya Programme. Sri Lanka Journal of Food and Agriculture (SLJFA) were also
published to disseminate the research information. Ninth National Symposium for Floriculture
Research 2016 (NASFLOR — 2016) was organized as joint programme by SLCARP and Department
of National Botanic Gardens and 30 research papers were presented. Printings of proceedings of
National Symposium for Floriculture Research 2012 to 2015 are in progress. Workshop on Scientific
Writing was conducted to develop scientific career of scientists for scientific writing of research

articles based on their research projects.

Scholarships were made available for 6 PhD researchers at PhD level at Post Graduate Institute of
Agriculture (PGIA), however only one candidate accepted PhD Training at PGIA in Plant Breeding.
Work Plan 2017-2021 between Bangladesh Agriculture Research Council (BARC) and SLCARP
drafted incorporating the requirement of the NARS and submitted to the BARC. This work plan was
finalized and signed on 21-22 November 2016 at BARC. During the visit of Sri Lankan delegation
covered R and D Institutes and Private sector Institutes related to Hybrid Vegetable Seed Production
Livestock Breeding in and around Dhaka, related to food crop sector.

SLCARP has identified the training requirement for 2017-2020 of the NARS in terms of the number
of scientist to be trained at MSc and PhD level. SLCARP has also reviewed the present status of
researchers available, qualification and discipline wise, retirement during 2016-2020 and also
analyzed the age groups of scientist qualification wise. SLCARP has reported to the Ministry of
Agriculture and the General Treasury, that training should be given a very high priority as at the
moment there is a dearth of trained scientist in NARS institutions. Therefore, the Department of

National Planning recommended a sum of Rs Mn1, 695 for capacity building in the next five years.
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SLCARRP Staff also trained in one day training programme at SLIDA in Capacity Building Workshop
for Productivity Enhancement of the SLCARP via team building, time management and motivation.
Construction were done to improve drainage system of the institute and to fix new gate to improve
security system of SLCARP.

The SLCARP had achieved an appreciable amount of work during the year and | wish to thank all

staff members and members of the Council for their highest cooperation to conduct those activities.

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REPORT FROM THE DIRECTOR

As a central agency for planning, organization, monitoring and coordinating of agricultural research
and advising the Government on matters related to research in agriculture, SLCARP has a vital role to
play in directing research in accordance with the current demands. At present, SLCARP achieves its
objectives, mainly through the formulation and ensuring successful implementation of the National

Agriculture Research Plan and conducting workshops and seminars to stakeholders.

Research Management

a) National Agricultural Research Plan (NARP) Year 2016

National Agricultural Research Plan of Sri Lanka (NARP) contains the research programmes of the
institutions of the National Agricultural Research System (NARS) and agriculture related Faculties of
the National Universities. These programmes are designed in accordance with the priority areas
identified in the Government Development Policy Framework for a particular period and in the
policies of the Line Ministries. The Agriculture related Faculties of the Universities define their
research programmes according to academic needs of the Faculties and also to the important national

issues.

Sri Lanka Council for Agricultural Research Policy accepts the Research Programmes of all the
NARS institutions functioning under different Ministries, to be compiled into one national document
to prepare the National Agricultural Research Plan for the particular period. This document is
submitted to the Department of National Budget/ General Treasury for consideration for funding on
research programmes/ projects of the Institutions. The programmes submitted to SLCARP are
evaluated by the National Subject Committees functioning at the SLCARP for recommendation on
funding. Progress monitoring mechanism for the research programmes of the Institutions and a
mechanism to disseminate the findings of such research programmes/ projects have been worked out
and carried out by the SLCARP under NARP.

Sri Lanka Council for Agricultural Research Policy
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In 2016, 44 new research programmes/ projects had been recommended for funding in the year.
Twenty two (22) projects from the Department of Agriculture, 01 project from the Department of
Export Agriculture and 01 project from Hector Kobbekaduwa Agrarian Research and Training
Institute 03 from Tea Research Institute, 02 from Rubuer Research Institute, one from Coconut
Research Institute, 01 from Institute of Post Harvest Technology and 13 from National University
System had been evaluated and recommended. The number of projects which were in operation in
year 2016 were; 60 of the Department of Agriculture, 03 of the Department of Export Agriculture, 01
of Hector Kobbekaduwa Agrarian Research and Training Institute and 18 of the National

Universities. Total Number of projects in operation in 2016 were 83.

b) National Committees of SLCARP

)} National Committee on Agricultural Biotechnology (NCAB)

In the year 2016, 7 meetings were held by the National Committee on Agricultural Biotechnology. Dr
Gamini Samarasinghe, Additional Director of Plant Genetic Research Centre (PGRC) Served as the
Chairman of the Committee and Dr. Padmini C Girihagama, Senior Scientist of SLCARP served as
the Coordinator of the Committee. During the six NARP ongoing research projects were monitored
and three university projects were recommended for funding and included in NARP-NUS -2016
Programme. In the year 2016, 13 projects of Agricultural Biotechnology were conducted under the
NARP programme, by the Scientists of Department of Agriculture (10) and Universities (3). On site
project monitoring of four NARP projects at the Plant Virus Indexing Centre (PVIC) were done. All
these projects had shown satisfactory physical progress but financial progress was not satisfactory. A
workshop on “Current Status and Future Directions in Agricultural Biotechnology in Sri Lanka were
conducted. Based on the proceeding of the workshop final draft on “National priorities in Agricultural
Biotechnology Research in Sri Lanka was prepared and circulated among members of the committee

for final comments.

i) National Committee on Agricultural Machinery and Equipment (NCAME)

The National Committee on Agricultural Machinery and Equipment comprised of experts
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representing key stakeholder organizations appointed by SLCARP to coordinate and facilitate
research and development by mechanization of Agriculture. Prof. M. A. R. V. Fernando served as the
Chairman of the committee and Mr. Sameera Dissanayake was the coordinator. Mechanization has
always being one of the priority areas in Agriculture and implementation of recent policies has made
mechanization a suitable alternative to reduce of agro chemicals and efficient sustainable crop
production in agriculture. The objectives of the Committee are to identify relevant mechanizations for
the agriculture sector and accordingly formulate research priorities and in order to address current
development in agriculture and relevant issues. The Committee has identified the status of current
mechanization process and accordingly, identification of research priorities was finalized. One

committee meeting was conducted during the year 2016.

iii) National Committee on Aquatic Resources (NCAR)

The committee was appointed by the Council in the year 2016, Prof. Upali Amarasinghe served as the
Chairman of the Committee and Dr. Frank Niranjan was the Coordinator of the Committee. The
Committee evaluated two projects for NARP 2017. Those research proposals were not approved for
NARP 2017 by the Committee subject to the two reviewers’ comments. The Committee prepared the
Research Priorities Document on Aquatic Resources 2017-2021, by conducting a stakeholder

workshop and distributed among relevant organizations.

iv) National Committee on Floriculture Research and Development (NCFRD)

Mr. K. Nanayakkara Yapa, Director General , Department of National Botanic Gardens (DNBG) was
appointed as Chairman of the Committee and Dr. S M P Chandra Padmini, Senior Research Officer
of the SLCARP served as coordinator of the committee. During the year 2016, four committee
meetings were held to evaluate progress of NARP Projects, Screening of New NARP projects,
coordinate stakeholder workshop and to conduct Ninth National Symposium of Floriculture Research
(9" NASFLOR). Two ongoing projects were evaluated which were conducted at the Faculty of
Agriculture, University of Ruhuna. New projects were screened and recommended for NARP 2017.

Stakeholder workshop was conducted to identify the research priorities of the floriculture sector.
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V) National Committee on Forestry (NCF)

The newly appointed National Committee on Forestry consisted of Chairman and 10 members. Prof.
Hemanthi Ranasinghe served as Chairperson of the Committee and Ms. Chathuranga Daulagala was
the coordinator of the Committee. During the year 2016, three committee meetings were held to
evaluate one NARP project proposal for funding which was applied by Uva-Wellassa University. The
proposal was recommended for NARP —NUS 2016. In addition, one National Workshop was

conducted during the year 2016, for aiming at formulating Forestry Sector Research Priorities.

Vi) National Committee on Livestock and Poultry (NCLP)

This Committee also newly appointed by the Council in the year 2016, Prof. A. N. F Perera served as
the Chairman of the Committee and Dr. Frank Niranjan was the Coordinator of the Committee. Three
Committee meetings were conducted during the year 2016. Stakeholder workshop was conducted to
update the document of National research priorities on Livestock and Poultry, the document was

published and distributed among relevant authorities.

vii)  National Committee on Natural Resources Management (NCNRM)

Dr. Ajantha De Silva, Director, Natural Resources Management Centre of the Department of
Agriculture has been appointed as Chairman of the Committee and Dr. S M P Chandra Padmini,
Senior Research Officer of the SLCARP served as the coordinator of the committee. During the year
2016, two committee meetings were held to evaluate progress of NARP Projects and Screening of
New NARP projects. One Stakeholder workshop was conducted to prepare the Research priorities

document.

The Committee evaluated progress of the 09 research projects in National Agricultural Research Plan
in 2016 and screened the 06 new research projects for funding in 2017.
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viii)  National Committee on Organic Agriculture (NCOA)

At the beginning of 2016, the National Committee on Organic Agriculture and Forestry was divided
into two separate National Committees as the National Committee on Organic Agriculture and the
National Committee on Forestry. Accordingly, the newly appointed National Committee on Organic
Agriculture consisted of Chairman and 09 members. During this year the committee evaluated 3
NARP project proposals which were applied by the National Universities. Although they were not
approved for funding, the committee members provided valuable comments and suggestions to the
applicants on organic agriculture standards, certification and guidelines. Two National Committee
meetings and one Expert Consultation meeting were held to prepare National Research Priorities on

Organic Agriculture.

iX) National Committee on Plant Breeding (NCPB)

In the year 2016, 9 meetings were held by the National Committee on Plant Breeding. Dr J M
Senevirathne, Deputy. Director (Research) of Department of Export Agriculture, Served as the
Chairman of the Committee and Dr. Padmini C Girihagama, Senior Scientist of SLCARP served as
the Coordinator of the Committee. During the year, 29 NARP projects was monitored and eight new
project proposals from universities, Department of Export Agriculture and Department of Agriculture
were evaluated and two university projects were recommended for funding and included in NARP-
NUS-2016 Programme. Other six project proposals were recommended to include in the NARP-
2017.

On site project monitoring was done for ten projects at Rice Research and Development Institute
(RRDI), Plant Virus Indexing Centre (PVIC) and Beetle Research Station. All these projects had
shown satisfactory physical progress but financial progress was not satisfactory. Final Draft on
“National Research Priorities in Plant Breeding in Sri Lanka was prepared and circulated among

members of the committee for final comments.
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X) The National Committee in Plant Protection (NCPP)

Dr. Keerthi Mohotti, Tea Research Institute of Sri Lanka served as the Chairman of the Committee
and Dr. Shanika Jayasekera, served as the Coordinator of the Committee. During the year 2016, three
committee meetings were held. During the year, Committee worked on several activities such as
priority setting, monitoring of half yearly progress of the NARP projects, Screening of new research
proposals. In the discipline of Plant Protection 08 research projects were evaluated.

Xi) National Committee on Post Harvest Technology and Human Nutrition (NCPTHN)

Dr. D. B. T. Wijeratne, former Additional Secretary, Ministry of Agriculture and Assistant
Representative, Food and Agriculture Organization served as the Chairman of the committee and Dr.
Shanika Jayasekera was the Coordinator of the Committee. A total of four meetings in Postharvest
Technology and Human Nutrition were convened of which two meetings were devoted for evaluation
of NARP research proposals. The committee also evaluated 16 research projects of the Institute of
Post harvest Technology for year 2016 and the comments of the evaluators were submitted to the
Institute Post Harvest Technology (IPHT).

xii)  National Committee of Socio-Economic and Policy Analysis (NCSEPA)

Prof. H. L. J. Weerahewa was the Chairperson of the National Committee and new members were
appointed in 2016. Dr. Frank Niranjan served as the Coordinator of the Committee and four
committee meetings were held during the year. One research proposal received for Treasury funding
in 2016 was evaluated by the Committee and accepted the proposal with major comments. Proposal
had been accepted after satisfactory incorporation of comments by the principal investigator of the
research project. Stakeholder workshop was conducted to update the document of National research
priorities on Socio-Economic and Policy Analysis the document was published and distributed among

relevant authorities.

b) Library/Agricultural Information Network (AGRINET) 2016

SLCARRP Library is the Focal Point for the Agricultural Information Network (AGRINET), providing
scientific and technical information to the scientists, academics, private sector and NGOs. There are
26 libraries in this network (agricultural research institutes and agricultural faculties of universities).
AGRINET has provided several resources sharing activities to scientists working in the National
Agricultural Research System (NARS) since its inception. After receiving internet facilities to all
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member libraries at NARS and also most of international and local research papers are available

online, request of information from CARP library has been declined.

Information retrieval from On-line database

During the year 2016, 35 searches were done from Internet for the scientists of NARS at their request
and downloaded 187 research articles. Two research papers were received on inter-library system.
Twenty one (21) users have visited this library to obtain information for their studies and provided

necessary information and guidance for research articles retrieval from online databases.

c) National INFORM Database

During the 2016 information were requested from 12 institutions of NARS including 13 sub
institutions and 27 data bases were collected. Training programme was held and 47 participants were
trained. Six new INFORM Coordinators were given individual training at Sri Lanka Council for
Agricultural Research Policy. Based on the council decision, the format of the INFORM database
has been revised and simplified into more user friendly form to facilitate data collection process.
SLCARP collects this information annually in electronic format from the 12 Research Institutions
(Coconut Research Institute (CRI), Rubber Research Institute (RRI), Sugarcane Research Institute
(SRI), Tea Research Institute (TRI), Veterinary Research Institute (VRI), National Aquatic Resources
Research & Development Agency (NARA), Institute of Post Harvest Technology (IPHT), Hector
Kobbakaduwa Agrarian Research and Training Institute (HARTI), Department of National Botanic
Gardens (DNBG), Forest Department (FD), Department of Export Agriculture (DEA) and
Department of Agriculture (DOA) in the NARS including 17 sub institutions of DOA. Collected
information were processed and purified and this purified data was resubmitted to the relevant
institutions for their use. All the information finally compiled into one National Database for National
use.

d) Committee on the Implementation of MSD circular No. 45

The Government of Sri Lanka has provided an incentive for the researchers for conducting valuable
research programmes and as a mechanism to encourage them to conduct highly innovative research to
meet the present demands as relevant to their fields of expertise. This is operational through
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Management Services Department Circular 2/2014. In accordance with the Circular SLCARP has the
authority to approve the research allowance for the researchers in agriculture sector. A total of 95

applications for the research allowance were evaluated and 59 approved.

e) Sri Lanka Journal of Food and Agriculture

Two Editorial Board Meetings were held on Sri Lanka Journal of Food and Agriculture (SLJFA) and
research papers were reviewed. Brochure was planned for Journal publicity. In this year Vol. 2 Issue
1, 2016 of SLJFA Journal was printed and Vol. 2 Issue 2, 2016 SLJFA Journal was also finalized.

An on-line Journal facility has been taken and finalized the brochure for SLJFA Journal.

and Exporters Association, Spice Council and other agricultural institutions.

Report of the Auditor General on the Financial Statements of Sri Lanka Council for
Agriculture Research Policy for the year ended 31 December 2016 in terms of Section
14(2)(c) of the Finance Act No.38 of 1971

The audit of financial statements of Sri Lanka Council for Agriculture Research Policy for the
year then ended 31 December 2016 comprising the statement of financial position as at 31 |
December 2016 and the statement of comprehensive income, statement of changes in equity and
cash flow statement for the year then ended and a summary of significant accounting policies
and other explanatory information, was carried out under my direction in pursuance of provisions
in Article 154(1) of the Constitution of the Democratic Socialist Republic of Sri Lanka read in
conjunction with Section 13(1) of the Finance Act, N0.38 of 1971 and Section 18(3) of Sri Lanka
Council for Agricultural Research Policy Act No.47 of 1987. My comments and observations
which I consider should be published with the Annual Report of the Council in terms of Section
14(2)(c) of the Fiﬁance Act appear in this report. A detailed report in terms of Section 13(7)(a) of

the Finance Act was issued to the Chairman of the Council on 19 June 2017.

1.2 Management’s Responsibility for the Financial Statements

Management is responsible for the preparation and fair presentation of these financial
statements in accordance with Sri Lanka Public Sector Accounting Standards and for
such internal control as the management determines is necessary to enable the preparation
of financial statements that are free from material misstatements, whether due to fraud or

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Auditor’s Responsibility

My responsibility ié to express an opinion on these financial statements based on my
audit in accordance with Sri Lanka Auditing Standards, consistent with International
Auditing Standards of Supreme Audit Institutions (ISSAI 1000- 1810). Those Standards
require that I comply with ethical requirements and plan and perform the audit to obtain
reasonable assurance about whether the financial statements are free from material

misstatements.

An audit involves performing procedures to obtain audit evidence about the amounts and
disclosures in the financial statements. The procedures selected depend on the auditor’s
judgment, including the assessment of the risks of material misstatements of the financial
statements, whether due to fraud or error. In making those risk assessments, the auditor
considers internal control relevant to the Council’s preparation and fair presentation of
the financial statements in order to design audit procedures that are appropriate in the

circumstances, but not for the purpose of expressing an opinion on the effectiveness of

_the Council’s internal control. An audit also includes evaluating the appropriateness of

‘accounting policies used and the reasonableness of accounting estimates made by

management, as well as evaluating the overall presentation of financial statements. Sub-
sections (3) and (4) of the Section 13 of the Finance Act, No.38 of 1971 give
discretionary powers to the Auditor General to determine the scope and extent of the
Audit.

I believe that the audit evidence I have obtained is sufficient and appropriate to provide a

basis for my audit opinion.

Financial Statements

Opinion

In my opinion, the financial statements give a true and fair view of the financial position
of Sri Lanka Council for Agriculture Research Policy as at 31 December 2016 and its
financial performance and cash flows for the year then ended in accordance with Sri

Lanka Public Sector Accounting Standards.

2
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2.2 Comments on Financial Statements

2.2.1 SriLanka Public Sector Accounting Standards

The following instances of non- compliances were observed.

(a) Sri Lanka Public Sector Accounting Standard 01

Even though assets and liabilities and income and expenditure should not be set- off
unless requested or permitted by Sri Lanka Public Sector Accounting Standards,
current liabilities amounting to Rs.73,089 had been set- off against current assets and

the net value had been stated in the financial statements.

(b) Sri Lanka Public Sector Accounting Standard 07

1) Even though it had been stated that the depreciation of an asset should begin
whén it is available for use in terms of Section 69 of the Standard, not
depreciating the assets purchased in the month of December of the year of

consideration had been the Depreciation Policy of the Council.

(i)  Even though property, plant and equipment costing Rs.20,675,030 had been
fully depreciated, they had been further used due to not annually reviewing the
useful life of the non- current assets. As such, action had not been taken to
rectify the error occurred in estimating the depreciation rates in terms of Sri

Lanka Public Sector Accounting Standard 03.

2.2.2 Accounting Deficiencies

Depreciation relating to Computer Software had been understated by a sum of
Rs.206,244 and depreciation had been understated by a sum of Rs.17,677 in the year
under review on not depreciating 7 items of assets from the date of use in the financial

statements of the year under review due to calculation errors.
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2.2.3 Unexplained Differences

The balance according to the Schedule on the allocation of Remunerations had been a
sum of Rs.6,609,102 and a difference of Rs.1,705,748 was observed on the balance

according to the statement of financial position being a sum of Rs.8,314,850.

3. Financial Review

3.1 Financial Results

According to the financial statements presented, the financial result of the Council for the
year ended 31 December 2016 had resulted in a surplus of Rs.2,434,932 as compared
with the corresponding surplus of Rs.3,594,269 for the preceding year, thus indicating a
deterioration of Rs.1,159,337 in the financial result in the year under review as corhpared
with the preceding year. The increase of communication expenses by a sum of
Rs.584,236 and the repair and maintenance expenses by a sum of Rs.362,265 in the year

under review had been the main reasons for this deterioration.

In analyzing financial results of 04 preceding years and in the year under review, even
though a net loss had indicated from the year 2012 to the year 2014, a net profit had been
indicated from the year 2012 to the year 2015. But, the net profit amounting to
Rs.3,594,269 had been decreased up to a sum of Rs.2,434,932 in the year under review.
However, in adjusting personnel emoluments and depreciation on non- current assets
again to the financial result, the contribution of the Institution amounting to
Rs.16,607,312 had been continuously improved and had been a sum of Rs.31,304, 479 in

the year under review.

4. Operating Review

4.1 Performance

The following observations are made.

(a) Even though ensuring effectiveness, profitability and sustainability of the industrial
sector through economically effective, environmental- friendly and socially

recognized agricultural research with strong inter- institutional co-operation and

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ensuring National Food Security had been the key functions of the Council, it was
observed that the Council had not been able to achieve those functions sufficiently on

not obtaining the necessary provisions on time for the achievement of those functions.

(b) A sum of Rs.8,796,700 had been received as Research Grants in the year under
review and 04 programmes out of 13 programmes planned according to the Action
Plan had not been implemented. Moreover, the physical progress of programmes such
as identifying national agricultural research policy priorities, reviewing on the
progress of national agricultural research policies and research prograrhmes,
facilitating for excellence in agricultural research activities, arranging for inter-
institutional agricultural research projects remained at a low level of 39 per cent, 23

per cent, 25 per cent and 33 per cent respectively.

Management Activities

A total sum of Rs.338,670 had been paid in 3 instances to purchase 01 Fax Machine, 01
Multi Media Projector and 01 Photo Copy Machine necessary for the Institution by
following the Procurement Process in 3 instances in the month of December in the year
under review and action had been taken to make purchases at once in a planned manner

and in a manner which reduces cost and time, in the purchase of these machines.

Personnel Management

Even though the post of the Deputy Director (Research Management) of the Council
remained vacant from the year 2013 and the post of Network Administrator remained
vacant from the date of inception of that post, 26 February 2014, action had not been
taken to recruit even up to the date of audit of 30 May 2017.

Accountability and Good Governance

Presentation of Annual Reports

A Draft Annual Report had not been furnished to the Auditor General within 60 days
from the close of the financial year in terms of Section 6.5.1 of the Public Enterprises
Circular No.PED/12 of 02 June 2003.

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5.2  Budgetary Control

Variances ranging from 20 per cent to 1939 per cent were observed in comparing the
expenditure of 36 budgeted items of the year under review and the actual expenditure,
thus indicating that the budget had not been made use of as an effective instrument of

management control.

6. Systems and Controls

The deficiencies in systems and controls observed during the course of audit were
brought to the notice of the Chairman of the Council from time to time. Special attention

is needed in respect of the following areas of control.

Areas of Systems and Controls Observations

(a) Personnel Administration Non- compliance with the recruitment procedure.

(b) Procurement Process Properly preparing and implementation and not planning

in a manner which reduces cost and time.

(c) Financial Control Not following Sri Lanka Public Sector Accounting
Standards.
(d) Operating Control Non- implementation of successful research as solutions

to the problems relating to the field of Agriculture.

Comments on Financial Statements

Sri Lanka State Sector Accounting Standards

Sri Lanka State Sector Accounting Standard No. 01

According to Sri Lanka State Sector Accounting Standard No.01, liabilities should not be
transferred to assets. However, in the Financial Statement of this Council, from
beginning, namely in 2014, 2015 and 2016, the value of current liabilities was transferred
and net value had been shown. This was done because of maintaining consistency of
presentation of accounts. Nevertheless, action will be taken to prepare relevant financial
statements and to submit, as instructions have been given from year 2017.

Sri Lanka State Sector Accounting Standard No. 07

The matters indicated through audit queries are agreed. At the time when the relevant
accounts were submitted, the depreciation for the assets procured within the month of
December in the relevant year had been shown without calculating the depreciation, and
it has been mentioned by adopting the notes on accounts on depreciation policy. Action
will be taken in future in terms of Accounting Standard No.69, to calculate the
deprecation from the day when such assets were utilized.

Completely depreciated assets are still in use. Action will be taken for revaluation of
such assets and accounting from year 2017.

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Accounting Deficiencies

Relevant depreciation had been adjusted in financial statements of the year under review.
This was done based on the balance ultimately remained. This matter is agreed.
Necessary action will be taken to make adjustment on depreciation, from year 2017.

Unexplained Differences

It is mentioned in gratuity allocation that the relevant salary was taken as a base at the
time when allocation settled for gratuity within last many years on bank recorded balance
(Initial salary + allowances). Action will be taken to rectify this in year 2017.

Financial Review

It is agreed.

Operational review

This matter relating to year 2016 is agreed. This has been adjusted in year 2017.

The observations indicated are agreed. This will be adjusted in year 2017.

Management Activities

In year 2016, even though there was no plan to procure these equipment, as thesewereold,
and in three occasions, they were out of order, therefore, such three equipment have been
purchased in 03 instances as substitutes. It is notable that this equipment is purchased
from recognized companies registered in Sri Lanka. Such equipment has been purchased
by inviting tenders from such registered companies in keeping with the procedure.

Staff Management

Post of Deputy Director

An interview was held in order to fill the vacancy existing in this post, but a suitable
qualified candidate did not appear, and therefore, it was unable to appoint an officer for

this post. However, actions are being taken to change organizational structure and to fill
the vacancy in this post.

Post of Network Administrator

According to the scheme of recruitment for the post of Network Administrator,
advertisements were published for this post in two instances, and as no qualified
candidate with required qualifications applied, it has been unable to recruit a person to
this post, so far. Board of Directors has given its approval to change this post as ‘Senior
Administrative Officer’ which suits to this Council, and accordingly approval has been
obtained from the department of Management Services to do so. A letter seeking advice
on the qualifications for recruitment to this post also has been sent to the Department of
Management Services.

Accountability and Good Governance

Draft annual report for year 2016 was sent to the Ministry by the letter dated 02.03.2017.
However, it was unable to send it to the Auditor General. Nevertheless, action will be
taken in future to rectify this.

Budgetary Control

Budgetary Control is being maintained in a proper way from the preparation of budget for
the year 2017 up to other matters.
