4.4. Providing pure potable water 
 
Even the World Health Organization has recommended that the community affected by this disease 
could be protected to a certain extent by providing them with pure potable water. Therefore, pure 
potable water supplies are enhanced as one strategy in finding a solution to this disease. In this task 
the stakeholder institutions including the Ministry of City Planning and Water Supply , National 
Water Supply and  Drainage Board, Department of National Community Water Supply, Sri Lanka 
Navy, Ministry of Provincial Councils and Local Government and the Department of Civil Defence 
are engaged in various functions such as supplying water through service extensions , providing 
water through reverse osmosis (R/O) Plants, supplying water  through bowsers and constructing rain 
water harvesting tanks. In the supply of pure potable  water private  donors extended ample 
cooperation . A number private sector institutions including the Galle Face Hotel, EAP Broadcasting 
Company Ltd., Sierra Constructions (Pvt.)  Limited Amerasian International and Shanthi Foundation 
are among such donors

4.5. Developing  other infrastructure in the health sector 
 
Developing  essential Infrastructure and providing  necessary equipment in order to facilitate better 
services for the kidney patients, is undertaken in this regard. 
 
 Building hostel facilities   to provide accommodation for the guardians  of kidney patients. 
 

• The construction of a dialysis centre and hostel facilities  for the kidney patients in Anurad-
hapura hospital- estimated cost: Rs. 284 million. 

 (The actual cost amounts to Rs. 141 million and since Armed Forces are contributing with 
construction labor, an amount of Rs. 143 million rupees is saved for the government.) 

 
• The construction of a dialysis centre and hostel facilities for the kidney patients in Kandy 

Central hospital -  estimated cost 382 million 
(The actual cost amounts to Rs. 217 million and since Armed Forces are contributing with 
construction labor, an amount of Rs. 165 million rupees is saved for the government.) 

 
• The construction of a relief hospice unit for kidney patients in Girandurukotte –Estimated 

cost : Rs. 40 million. 
 

 Coordinating the renovations of Maligawatta hospital. 
 
 Coordinating the construction of new hospital for kidney-related diseases in Polonnaruwa with 

the aid of Chinese government. 
(The Chinese government has allocated Rs. 2963 million for this purpose.) 
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4.6. Strengthening the national fund for kidney-related diseases  
 
The National Trust Fund for kidney-related diseases, which has been initiated with the proceeds 
provisioned through the sales of Niroga lottery tickets and with the contributions of various donors 
and institutions, also  provide funding in this regard. The national trust fund for kidney-related 
diseases, was started with Rs. 200,000 and currently, the accumulation of funds has exceeded Rs. 
490 million. The funds which have thus been accumulated, are spent on various welfare activities 
such as granting scholarships for the children of kidney patients,  construction of hostels for the 
guardians and dialysis centres. 
 
Implementing welfare programmes for the patients and their families.  
The socio-economic status of the families of chronic kidney patients has been subjected to serious 
setback. The primary means of occupation and livelihood of the heads of these families who have 
been thus affected by kidney diseases, is disrupted. Various programmes are initiated by the 
Presidential Task Force for the eradication of kidney diseases in collaboration with the Ministry of 
Social Empowerment and Welfare in order to strengthen the living conditions of such families.  
 
• Awarding presidential scholarships for education - 2016 
 
Scholarships are awarded on a monthly basis, for the  G. C. E. Advanced level students who lost 
their parents due to kidney diseases. Accordingly, 111 students from Anuradhapura, Vavuniya and 
Badulla districts have received these scholarships.  In the year 2017, these scholarships are being 
awarded to 128 students residing in the districts affected by kidney diseases and the amount of 
money granted with each scholarship in the year 2017 has been increased up to Rs. 3000.00.

The Ministry of Social Empowerment and Welfare, has taken steps to provide Rs. 3,000 each for 
kidney patients residing in districts where the kidney diseases of known origin has been found. This 
initiative is carried out in  11districts at present and the amount of money granted as the allowance, 
is expected to be increased up to Rs. 5,000. Approval has been granted to provide financial support 
for around 29,000 patients in 81 divisions.

The Presidential Secretariat is currently taking steps to intervene in the formulation of methods to 
bestow better citizens upon the society by empowering children  using modern psychological 
concepts which are in use at present. It is also important to foster the cognitive development in 
childhood towards a better social reconstruction, methods of bringing up children, the views 
regarding children which currently prevail in the country in a systematic, proper and scientific 
manner  while preventing the depression that can occur during the childhood. Thus it would be 
possible to groom genteel, productive, loyal and better  citizens who possess qualitatively rich 
personalities. The modern psychology has uncovered that the adverse childhood experiences (ACE) 
negatively affect the skills and personalities when children are victimized by such intricacies during 
their infancy. While the psychologists have revealed ten significant facts in this regard, it is essential 
to invoke awareness in the society about the importance of minimizing the chances for the children 
being exposed to the negative impact of such experiences during their childhood. In that way it is 
possible to bestow better citizens upon the future. It is expected to formulate national policies in this 
regard having identified the specific instances in which the intervention of the government is 
necessary. The Presidential Secretariat will assume a leading role in this regard.

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6. Sustainable Schools Programme

Programme, Kidney Disease Prevention Programme, and the National Program “Let’s Protect 
Children”. 
 
Under the theme “A Pleasant World for Children and a Sustainable Tomorrow”, this 
programme is carried out with a view to preventing children from reckless behaviors and inculcating 
them into the real world of work and society at large while empowering them to become social 
change-makers.

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09. Other Special activities undertaken - 2016 
 

9.1 Opening of the President’s House for  Exhibition 
 
The opening of the President's House to the public for the first time was done making a reality 
concept of His Excellency the President Maithripala Sirisena. A large number of public including 
school children  visited this House which was used as the Official Residence of the Governor in the 
Colonial Era, and thereafter as  the residence of the Head of the state in the post independence Era. 
Among the visitors to the President's House  were a number of foreigners visiting Sri Lanka.  

9.2 “Come back safely”- Road Safety Week 
 
(01.12.2016-07.12.2016- Western Province) 
This programme  was launched  jointly by National Rupavahini Corporation and the other agencies 
to minimize road accidents and reduce deaths resulting therefrom. A sum of  Rupees 10 Mn
(10,000,000) out of the expenses involved was paid by the  President's Office to the National 
Rupavahini Corporation. 
 
9.3 Establishment of a Cultural and Arts Policy Unit 
 
A programme was put in place with a view to developing a progressive national artistic and cultural 
policy which is so essencial for good  governance and  supportive of  advancement as a modern 
democratic society. A number of rounds of discussions were held between the officials of the Arts 
and Cultural Policy Unit and the relevant stakeholders, and it was decided that the  existing Arts and 
Cultural Policy Unit should be established by an Act of Parliament.

The entertainment programme titled  “Rhythm of the Earth” was developed  with the intention of 
creating an eco - friendly society based on entertainment programmes encouraging  artistic creations.  
The Presidential Secretariat has provided funds for the launch of four such inaugural programmes at 
four selected locations. The initial programme was conducted  by a group comprising  renowned 
musician Ruwan Dissanayake, on 30. 11. 2016 till 6.30 P.M. at the Moneragala Library Auditorium. 
 
9.5  Formulating a National books Policy 
 
A books Policy is expected to be formulated with a view to building up a vibrant culture associated 
with books in Sri Lanka thereby fostering intellectual development and social culture. The active 
participation of the professionals involved in Book industry, the Writers, Editors, Translators, 
Researchers, Book Publishers, Printers Planners, Book Sellers as well as the general readers are to be 
enlisted in this exercise. A discussion was held on 07.10.2016 with all stakeholders referred to 
above. At the said meeting it was proposed that once the National Book Policy is formulated it 
should appropriately be adopted by an Act of Parliament. It was decided to call for suggestions and 
views from the relevant parties for the formulation of the draft Act.

General objectives 
 

 The prime objective of this division is to have a sustained dialogue with diverse 
communities and religious leaders, Civil Society Organizations, Provincial Councils and 
regional political leadership and adopt necessary measures in order to forge national unity 
and reconciliation. 

 
Accomplishments in 2016 
 

 Discussions have been held with the Cabinet Ministers, State Ministers, Deputy Ministers, 
Members of Parliament, Provincial and Local Government Representatives, Civil Society 
Organizations, Religious Leaders, Community-based Organizations as well as Ambassadors 
of foreign countries,   Representatives of Sri Lanka in the United Nation, Representatives of 
Asian Development Bank, World Bank and other Governmental and Non-Governmental 
Organizations. 

 
 Replying to letters received from people across the Island, Ministries, Departments and other 

institutions and referring them to relevant Ministries and institutions and replying to 
messages received over the telephone.  

 
 This division has received more than 4000 letters from January to December 2016 and they 

have been responded to without delay.  
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Information Technology Unit 

Introduction 

Information and Communication Technology Unit, functioning under the Internal 
Administration Division , is tasked with maintaining computers, telephones and other 

technical equipment, designing web sites and software and networking in the Presidential 
Secretariat and all its affiliated agencies 

 

Following are the assignments initiated by the Information and Communication Technology Unit of 
the  Presidential Secretariat  in 2016 and the progress achieved. 

01.   Regularizing the Network System of the Presidential Secretariat. 

90% of this assignment was completed in 2016 and the rest is expected to be completed by 
mid-2017. 

02. Complete Recording of Network System of Presidential Secretariat 

This project was expected to be completed by the “Upgrading the Infrastructure at the 

Presidential Secretariat” launched by the Presidential Secretariat in 2016. However, 95% 
of the assignment has been completed in 2016 and the final phase will be implemented in 
the mid-2017. 
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03. Installing backup systems for software systems and Web Server. 
Completed in 2016 

 

04. Installing a Cloud Based Server in Development and Special Projects Division situated in the 
Chartered  Bank Building. 

This assignment was completed  in 2016 and the facility is currently being utilized by 
Development and Special Projects Division . 
Policy Coordination and Progress Review Division has also been provided with the same.  
 

05. Installing a Proxy Server for Development and Special Projects Division. 
This assignment was completed in 2016 and this server is currently being used by the 
Division for  their day- to -day tasks. 

06. Complete Recording of Network System in all agencies attached to  Presidential Secretariat 

60% of this assignment has been completed by the project “Upgrading the infrastructure at 
the Presidential Secretariat” launched by the Presidential Secretariat. 
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 07. Installing a Cloud Based File Server in Presidential Secretariat. 

These Servers have already been installed for Development and Special Projects Division 
and Policy Coordination and Progress Review Division. The above facility is currently 
being utilized  by the said divisions.  
 

08. Regularizing and updating Human Resources Management System of Presidential 
Secretariat. 

 

95% of this assignment has now been completed. Input of data to this software system is 
currently underway and it is scheduled to be completed by mid-2017. 
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09. Modifying the official website of the Presidential Secretariat and updating its data. 

Designing a new website for this purpose is underway and 80% of it has been 
completed. 
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10. Updating the Letters Management System in Public Relations Division. 

A new letters management system has been introduced to Public Relations Division under 
the project: “Tell the President” to be connected to the existing one with the aim of 
discharging duties more efficiently.  

 

Further, a separate telephone exchange centre has been installed for ‘Tell the President’ 
programme to provide a better service to the public.  

 

11. Launching a computer training programme for the officers attached to Presidential 
Secretariat and its affiliated agencies. 

A basic training programme on computer functions was launched by the Information and 
Communication Technology Unit for the officers attached to  Presidential Secretariat and 
affiliated agencies. Required teaching materials will be obtained from Microsoft. Plans 
have been drawn to launch computer training programmes for all the officers attached to 
this office in mid-2017.  

 

12. Designing the computer system and website of the  Office of Parliamentary Commissioner 
for Administration (Ombudsman) 

Designing the website for the office of Ombudsman has been completed and the said 
office is tasked with designing a petitions management system and posting data on the 
system. 

 

13. Designing a software system for the Transport Division. 

Preliminary steps have been taken to design a new computer porgramme for inclusion of 
all information pertaining to the Transport Division of Presidential Secretariat and this is 
expected to be completed by mid-2017. 
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Transport Unit 

Introduction

  Maintaining an updated inventory of vehicles and transfers, taking over and disposal of 
vehicles. 

  Attachment of  drivers newly- recruited  by the Presidential Secretariat to relevant divisions 
where there are vacancies for them 

  Organizing capacity development programs for drivers and the staff in collaboration with  
Human Resource Development Division 

 

01. Staff 
 

 The staff of the Transport Division is comprised of new recruits to the public service and 
those who were transferred to this office from other state institutions. Accordingly, all the 
vacancies except two (2) in the office staff have been filled. Provision of required 
training is organized by the Human Resource Development Division. A number of 
vacancies have been created in the cadre of drivers and necessary measures for new 
recruitments are now underway. 
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 The cadre of drivers is also comprised of new recruits and those who were transferred to 
this office from other state institutions.Training programmes were launched by the 
Ceylon- German Technical Training Institute and the Vocational Training Authority for 
all drivers. In addition to the workshop on technical knowhow and road rules, 
programmes were also put in place for them on positive thinking and stress management 
at the Sri Lanka Foundation.   The feedback from the participants at the conclusion of 
these workshops was found to be most encouraging.  

 
 Drivers and supervisory staff were  acquainted with the procedures to be adopted in 

claiming compensation for road accidents in two workshops held in the cooperation of 
Sri Lanka Insurance on August 22 and 23, 2017. In addition, a board of investigation  
comprised of Army officials is scheduled to be appointed under the direction of Secretary 
to the Ministry of Defence to probe into road accidents. 

 
 Accommodation provided for the drivers when engaged in night duty was not adequate 

and there was no proper rest room for them to use during the daytime. Accommodation 
has been improvisedout of two suitably adjusted containers for the purpose. 

 
 Two Technical Officers have also been  accommodated in a container for the time being. 
 

02. Delivery of Services  
 Transport Division has been able to deliver a satisfactory service making use of the 

available physical and human resources. Although there was a slight drawback in the 
delivery of services on a day in May 2016 due to the transfer of 86 drivers, our staff 
could provide the best possible service on a single day. There are, at present, 30 
vacancies in the cadre for drivers. And a certain degree of control has had to be exercised 
on their requests for grant of leave. 

 
03. Refurbishment of the Office 

 
 Refurbishment of the office has been completed and a computer software designed by Sri 

Lanka Institute of Development Administration has been installed with the assistance of 
the Information and Communication Technology Unit of the Presidential Secretariat. 
Entering data to the said system and utilizing on a test basis have already been initiated. It 
is expected to make speedily available  requisite reports for decision – making by the 
management and reduce  the heavy paper work involved  making the performance of day-
to-day duties more efficient. 

 
04. Repairs to vehicles 

 
 Vehicles are to be sent for repairs only when a proper inspection of such vehicles has 

been carried out by the Technical Officers.  A certain control has thus been exercised on 
the number of requests made for repairs that are found to be quite unnecessary. Even after 
repairs were effected the vehicles are subjected to inspection and spares removed from 
vehicles are taken over and stored. 

 
05. Consumption of fuel 

 
 It was possible to cut down on consumption of fuel to a satisfactory level compared to the 

previous year as is borne out by the following figures:

(Vouchers have been sent to the Financial Management Division for payment and figures have been 
roughly calculated in relation to the vouchers with bills) 

 
 Coupons worth about Rs.165 million purchased by the Presidential Secretariat before 

2015 had been left without using. Those coupons were used for the fleet of vehicles in 
2016.  

 
06. Progress made in the settlement of accident  and  insurance claims 

 
 Initiatives have been taken to expedite proper investigation related to accidents, take 

disciplinary action against the responsible drivers and two seminars are to be held by Sri 
Lanka Insurance Cooperation speedily since an increase in accidents  can be seen.  

 
Insurarance claims have been obtained as follows (approximately calculated) 

Year Claim (Rs.) 

Compensation obtained in 2016 for the accidents that

Compensation obtained in 2016 for the accidents that           
occurred during 2016 15,000,000,.00 

 It was revealed that there were unrealized insurance claims and a number of unsettled 
ones of past few years (2014 and before) for which cheques had been received in favour 
of Secretary to the President but, payments to the garages are still pending. All of them 
except a controversial few have already been settled.  

 
 The Secretary to the President has instructed that reckless driving be considered to be a 

criterion in the evaluation of performance as well as in the granting increments. 
 

07. High Security Vehicles 
 

 As modified high security vehicles are not transferrable for private use they are not 
meant to be either disposed of or privately used.  The methodology hitherto adopted has 
been either to destroy them or sink them in the deep sea with the least damage to sea 
environment in conformity within the generally accepted standards.   Enquires  were 
also made from the suppliers as to  whether they could  re- purchase these vehicles, the 
Diesel and Motor Engineering Company  has responded stating that they could  do so 
provided  export shipping charges and re-cycling charges are  met by the Government 
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 Hence, actions have been taken to transfer 69 bullet-proof armoured cars that are un-
serviceable or out of commission to Sri Lanka Army, one vehicle to Technical Training 
Institute, Orugodawatte and another to Special Task Force for VIP security training 
purposes. 
 

08. Transfer of Vehicles 
 

 Arrangements have been made to transfer about 95 vehicles to 16 State Institutions 
including Civil Security Department, Department of Irrigation, Department of Health 
and Department of  Immigration and  Emigration. 

 
 Agreements of 76 vehicles leased from LOLC have been cancelled and returned. 
 
 Vehicles have been provided for the Navy Worksite  in Jaffna  
 
 40 excess vehicles;07 vehicles from Ministry of National Policies and Economic 

Affairs, 14 from Plantation Industries, 13 from Ministry of Children and Women’s 
Affairs, 03 from Ministry of Local Government and 03 from Official Languages 
Department have been taken over and repaired and are being re-used. 

09. Taking over the possession  of vehicles under custody in Court proceedings 
 

 Possession of those vehicles under custody  in court proceedings and those under court 
custody  and still remaining parked in such premises over a protracted period on various 
grounds  such as accidents, misuse, being found missing have been taken over once the 
legal issues involved are settled. 

 
 
10. New purchases 
 

 Two (02) Car Carriers have been purchased for the Presidential Secretariat since huge 
expenditure has had to be incurred in transporting high security vehicles and those 
damaged in road accidents. Accordingly, payments made to the private sector has been 
stopped. 

 
 05 double cabs, a van and 04 cars have been newly purchased under treasury leasing 

scheme and deployed in the Special Projects Division. 
 
 18 vehicles and 10 motor-cycles have been provided for the project ‘Pibidemu 

Polonnaruwa’. 
 

11. Providing with transportation for new projects 

 Facilities for transportation are provided for the discharge of duties under new projects 
launched under the purview of Presidential Secretariat such as Pibidemu Polonnaruwa, 
Development and Special Projects, National Agri-business Development Programme 
(NADEP) as per requirement. 
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 This facility has also been provided for the Drug Prevention Programme, Right to 
Information Commission and Presidential Commission on Investigation on Treasury 
Bonds. 

 A decision has been reached to procure vehicles for projects launched under Presidential 
Secretariat under operational leasing scheme in terms of the National Budget Circular 
No. 01/2016. Procurement Process is underway.  

12. Necessary measures have been adopted as pointed out in audit queries and in terms of the 
audit reports issued on the subject. 
 

 Important matters on more efficient and proper discharge of duties in the transport 
division are discussed in the Audit and Management Meeting. Actions are taken on the 
decisions reached and the progress is reported.
